Jonah 1:4-17- “But the Lord hurled a great wind upon the sea, & there was a
mighty tempest on the sea, so that the ship threatened to break up. Then the
mariners were afraid, & each cried out to his god. And they hurled the cargo that
was in the ship into the sea to lighten it for them. But Jonah had gone down into
the inner part of the ship & had lain down & was fast asleep. So the captain came
& said to him, "What do you mean, you sleeper? Arise, call out to your god!
Perhaps the god will give a thought to us, that we may not perish." And they said
to one another, "Come, let us cast lots, that we may know on whose account this
evil has come upon us." So they cast lots, & the lot fell on Jonah. Then they said
to him, "Tell us on whose account this evil has come upon us. What is your
occupation? And where do you come from? What is your country? And of what
people are you?" And he said to them, "l am a Hebrew, & | fear the Lord, the God
of heaven, who made the sea & the dry land."

VS. 14-15- “Therefore they called out to the Lord, "O Lord, let us not perish for
this man's life, & lay not on us innocent blood, for you, O Lord, have done as it
pleased you." So they picked up Jonah & hurled him into the sea, & the sea
ceased from its raging.”

11. The Sailors Become Worshippers
VS. 16- “Then the men feared the Lord exceedingly, & they offered a sacrifice to
the Lord and made vows”

VS. 17- “And the Lord appointed a great fish to swallow up Jonah. And Jonah
was in the belly of the fish 3 days & 3 nights.”

Matthew 12:39-41- “But he answered them, "An evil & adulterous generation
seeks for a sign, but no sign will be given to it except the sign of the prophet
Jonah. For just as Jonah was three days & three nights in the belly of the great
fish, so will the Son of Man be three days & three nights in the heart of the earth.
The men of Nineveh will rise up at the judgment w/ this generation & condemn it,
for they repented at the preaching of Jonah, & behold, something greater than
Jonah is here.”
